BY-LAWS FOR THE MILDRED F. HEALEY CHAPTER OF THE 

NATIONAL JUNIOR HONOR SOCIETY PLEDGES
ARTICLE I

DEFINITON and PURPOSE

Section 1. The purpose of this recognition shall be to honor those 6th grade students who have maintained a high academic standard (93 % or higher) for the first semester and exhibit good school citizenship.   

Section 2. Plainfield Central Middle School will recognize our 6th grade students as PLEDGES at the annual Mildred F. Healy Chapter of the National Junior Honor Society Induction Ceremony.

Section 3: NJHS PLEDGES recognition is intended to foster interest in becoming a NJHS member at the Plainfield Central Middle School and become aware of the society’s expectations; however, this does NOT mean that the recognized students are members of the NJHS or guarantee them membership the following school year.    

ARTICLE II

SELECTION OF PLEDGES
Section 1. To be eligible as a PLEDGE the candidate must be a member of the sixth grade at Plainfield Central Middle School.

Section 2. PLEDGE candidates must have a cumulative scholastic average of 93.0% with no rounding. 
Section 3. Prior to selection, the following shall occur:

a. Students’ academic records shall be reviewed to determine scholastic  

eligibility.

b. Students who are eligible scholastically (“candidates”) shall be notified, interested candidates will be asked to attend a meeting with the chapter advisor, and complete and submit the “Student Activity Information Form” for further consideration for selection.

c. Students interested in becoming pledges shall also ask for a teacher recommendation to be filled out on the Student Activity Information Form.

d. The faculty council shall review the Student Activity Information Form and faculty evaluations in order to determine membership.

Section 4. The selection of each PLEDGE shall be by a majority vote of the faculty council, consisting of seven (7) faculty members appointed by the Principal. The chapter adviser (or co-advisers) shall be the eighth non-voting, ex-officio members of the faculty council.

Section 5. A description of the selection procedure shall be published in an official school publication which is widely available in a timely fashion to all students and parents of the school. The selection procedure shall be determined by the faculty council.
