DISCIPLINE PROCEDURE FOR THE MILDRED F. HEALEY CHAPTER OF THE 

NATIONAL JUNIOR HONOR SOCIETY
ARTICLE I

SCHOLASTIC STANDARDS
Section 1. Plainfield Central Middle School NJHS members are required to maintain a 93.0% grade point average.

Section 2. Membership GPA will be reviewed at each grading period’s report card.  

a. If a student falls below the standard for the first time, a written warning shall be issued placing the member and his/her parents on notice that the following progress report will be monitored for scholastic achievement.  
b. If a member on warning fails to achieve the standard of 93% average at progress report time, the student will be placed on suspension until the next report card which will be monitored for scholastic achievement.  Suspended members are not to attend any NJHS functions, meetings, or activities, but are still required to fulfill their service hours.   

c. If a member on suspension fails to achieve the academic standard of 93% average at this report card time, the student will be dismissed from the National Junior Honor Society.

Section 3. All warnings, suspensions, and dismissals will be sent home in writing and expected to be reviewed, signed, and returned to the chapter advisor in the time specified.  
Section 4. In all cases of impending dismissal, a member shall have a right to written notification of charges and a hearing before the faculty council
ARTICLE II

SERVICE STANDARDS
Section 1. All members of the Plainfield Central Middle School NJHS are required to individually volunteer for 7.5 service hours per grading period (30 hours per school year) and record the service on the verification sheet. Verification sheets must be turned in by the end of each grading period to the chapter advisor.

Section 2. Students who have not met the quarterly service hour standards will be issued a written warning that the student and parents will need to review, sign, and return to the chapter advisor.  Members are expected to make up those missing service hours by the following grading period (report card).
Section 3. If members have not made up and met the service hour requirements of 15 hours by the second grading period, they will be placed on suspension until the following grading period or until the hours are in good standing in the mean time.  
Section 4.  If members are not caught up to the service standards by the 3rd grading period, they will be dismissed from the NJHS at Plainfield Central Middle School.  

Section 5.  In all cases of impending dismissal, a member shall have a right to written notification of charges and a hearing before the faculty council

ARTICLE III

CHARACTER STANDARDS
Section 1. The Plainfield Central Middle School NJHS members are prided on their outstanding character.  Expectations for this standard include demonstrating trustworthiness, respect for self and others, responsibility in all areas, fairness, caring, and citizenship.
a.  Good examples of character criteria are cheerfulness, friendliness, cooperates and complies with school regulations, honesty, reliable, courteous, concern for others, and actively avoids bad influences.  

Section 2. Members that fall below the standard of good character shall be given written warning, suspension, or dismissal notice based on the following:  
a. students that are disciplined via after school detentions or in/out of school suspensions shall be placed on suspension from the NJHS at Plainfield Central Middle School for one grading period and to be reviewed by the faculty council.  

b. Students that are arrested for any charge shall also be placed on suspension for one grading period.

c. Students that are observed by the faculty and staff to be falling below the character standards shall be warned in writing.

d. In the case of flagrant violation of school rules or civil laws, a member does not, necessarily, have to be warned.

Section 3. It is up to the discretion of the principal, chapter advisor, and faculty council members to decide on the nature of the disciplinary action based on individual circumstance.
